Uniform Supplier Update  

  

BROKEN has recently made some changes to help enhance how their retail 

brand operates online, and to group all school / club / work uniform together 

under one roof. As a result, all school uniform is now handled under the 

new Total Threads banner, and it’s now unavailable via the BROKEN website. 

Links are in still in place there for the time being, however, these will direct 

customers to the Total Threads website.   

The BROKEN store will remain as a customer service point for school uniform, for 

in-store purchases and order collections/returns during off-peak, and for in-

person fitting appointments during the summer.  

Local company Total Threads (www.totalthreads.org) offer an online ordering 

service and will post uniform items to your chosen address all year round. 

Outside the summer season, you can also buy in-store or order online and opt 

to collect from their customer service point which is located inside the BROKEN 

store in the Affinity Devon Shopping Centre in Bideford. During the busy summer 

season, fitting appointments should be booked early to avoid 

disappointment.
